In Taiwan, forest land is classified into national forests, public forest and
private according to ownership. The national forests account for 92.8% of
total forest land; the public forests account for 0.3%; and the private
forests account for 6.9%. The central competent authority for forestry is
the Council of Agriculture, Executive Yuan, R.O.C. (Taiwan). And the
Council of Agriculture hand over the task to its subordinate institution, the
Forest Bureau. The local competent authorities are the forestry authorities
of local governments. The management authorities for forest lands are

determined by the ownership of the land, as listed below:

Ownership Management Authority Percentage (%)
Forestry Bureau, National Property,
National Administration Council of Indigenous 9.8
forests Peoples, Colleges and universities’ '
experiment forestry land, Others
Public forests Municipal governments 0.3
Private forests - 6.9
Total 100.0

In order to maintain soil and land integrity and enhance soil and water
conservation capacity, Taiwan has set up Protection Forests according to the

Forest Act, accounting for 23% of the total forest land.
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For maintaining the forest ecological environment, protecting wildlife and
preserve biodiversity, Taiwan has set up Conservation Forest according to
Wildlife Conservation Act, Cultural Heritage Preservation Act, and National
Park Law. Conservation Forests account for about 35% of the total forest

land.

3. In accordance with Forest Act in Taiwan, government agency is  Council of
Agriculture, Executive Yuan of the central government; the relevant direct
municipal government at the municipal level; the county (city) government
at the county (city) level. Currently, there is no specific department for
being charge of the system on Restriction of Illegal logging and Associate
Trade.

1. The harvesting, logging, transport and distribution of domestic wood in
Taiwan require a “logging permit” and “transportation permit® approved by
the competent authority for forestry in accordance with the Forestry Act.
According to the forest ownerships, the permits for cutting and harvesting

forest products shall be approved as follows:

() The National forests: The central competent authority in charge of
forestry issues the “cutting and harvesting permits® and “transportation

permit”.

(2) Public and private forests: The local competent authority in charge of
forestry (municipal governments) issues the“ the permit for -cutting,

harvesting and transporting”.

2. The articles of Forest Act that regulate logging or harvesting domestic wood

in Taiwan are as follows:
(1) Article 15 of the Forestry Act (Logging regulations for national forests).

(2) Article 30 of the Forestry Act (Logging in conservation forests requires

the approval or consent of the competent authority).

(3) Article 45 of the Forestry Act (All logging and distribution are subject to
authorization by the competent authority. The issuance of logging

permits is based on the ownership of the forest land.)

3. Other Relevant laws & regulations for logging:

(1) Regulations Governing Disposition of Forest Products of State-owned

Forests.

(2) Regulations Governing Inspection of Logging and Harvesting of Forest

Products.
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(3) Environmental Impact Assessment Act: Logging in forest land located in
specific environmentally-sensitive areas or those that exceed a certain

scale shall require an environmental impact assessment for review.

Laws that prohibit or regulate timber harvesting in specified locations:
Taiwan has established various natural protection areas to protect specific
tree species and sites. Harvesting is prohibited or restricted based on the
level of protection. The logging or harvesting of forest products must be

carried out in accordance with various laws and regulations.
(1) The Forestry Act

o Article 10 (Harvesting and logging in forests with sensitive

environmental issues must be restricted).

e Article 17-1 (Nature reserves shall be managed in accordance with

regulations established by the central competent authority).

o Article 30 (Logging in conservation forests requires the approval or

consent of the competent authority).

e Article 38-3 (Disposition of trees subject to protection shall require

permission).
(2) Wildlife Conservation Act:

Article 8 & Article 10 (Any farming, forestry, fishery or animal
husbandry development utilization in Major Wildlife Habitats and ny
construction and land use Wildlife Refuges require approval from

the competent authority.)
(3) Cultural Heritage Preservation Act

Article 85 and Article 86 (Picking, felling, or excavating designated

natural monuments (precious and rare plants) and any alteration of
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or damage to natural reserves are prohibited except for special
requirements (such as diplomatic exchanges etc.) that have been

approved by the competent authority.)

5. System or documents to verify legal harvest:

Logging permit and transportation permit documents are needed in forest
harvesting procedure. And the copy of permits will be delivered to local
police station and local administration office for examining the woods during
transportation. During different inspection stages, inspectors will mark

specific stamp on tree for its status. Certifying stamps are as follows:

(1) The investigation stamp: for harvest volume check, on trees subject to

be cutting.
(2) The demarcation stamp: to mark the boundaries of the cutting areas.
(3) The release stamp: on trunks which pass the release inspection.

(4) The attachment stamp: on roots or trunks of unauthorized cutting or

mistaken cutting.

(5) The cutover forest inspection stamp: on roots of cutover forest after

inspection.

1. Taiwan encourages businesses to voluntarily obtain international certifications
such as the FSC certification. And 5 businesses or institutions have obtained
FSC-FM certification and more than 300 businesses have obtained CoC
certification mainly in FSC system and some in PEFC. Certification above is

however not a mandatory legal requirement in Taiwan.

2. Above Certification Agencies include BV (Bureau Veritas), CU (Control

1. The import, export, manufacturing, and processing of wood and forestry
products shall be processed in accordance with the general provisions in the
Foreign Trade Act, Regulations Governing Export of Commodities,
Regulations Governing Import of Commodities, Regulations Governing
Issuance of Certificates of Origin and Certificates of Processing, and the
Plant Protection and Quarantine Act; and controlled in accordance with the
provisions on wood products in the CITES Appendices. Laws prohibiting or
regulating the import, export, manufacturing, transportation, and processing

of wood and forest products have not yet been specifically established.
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2. The inspections currently conducted by the customs on forestry products or

composite products include:

(1) Price certification (invoice or business invoice)

(2) Packing list

(3) Delivery order (D/O or air waybill (AWB)

(4) Certificates of origin documents provided based on actual requirements

(5) The phytosanitary certificate issued by the exporting country’s
government plant quarantine agency shall be delivered to the plant

quarantine agency for quarantine.

3. Forest or wood products included as CITES species in the Convention on
International Trade in Endangered Species of Wild Fauna and Flora (CITES)
shall be imported with CITES export permit documents issued by the export
nation, and the “CITES Export Permit® document issued by the Bureau of

Foreign Trade shall be attached during export.

4. Wood and forest products which are plants or plant products designated by
the central competent authority shall be imported in accordance with the
Plant Protection and Quarantine Act. They shall also be provided with the

“quarantine certificate” issued by the exportation’s plant quarantine agency.

5. Taiwan is planning a voluntary certification system for the development of
the domestic wood traceability and legal guarantee system — the domestic
wood and bamboo traceability system and Taiwan Good Agriculture Practice
(TGAP) that include the domestic wood traceability system to provide
production and sales history and traceability management. Taiwan also aims
to establish the TGAP under which third-party verification institutes issue
certifications to related wood processing operators for qualifying in
inspections. The certifications may be regarded as a legal guarantee system
in the future. As for imported wood, Taiwan will formulate plans after the

completion of regulations on domestic wood.
